Guest Policy - Registered members are allowed to bring guests, including babysitters, with them for a fee of $5 per guest that is valid for that entire day (i.e. – they may leave and return that same day if they wish).  Guests may pay cash, check or purchase a guest pass at a reduced rate.  However, we do NOT accept rain checks.  Guests over 18 must sign a one time hold-harmless agreement upon their entry, which is good for the remainder of the summer.  Guests must physically be accompanied by the registered member and must leave when that member leaves.

During Hour Parties - During pool hours parties (more than 8 guests) are available upon request.  Please contact the pool at least 24 hours in advance of the intended date of the party to schedule your event.  Party rate options and table reservations are available ONLY with prior scheduling.  Please note that party rates have changed and will only be guaranteed with a reservation. 

After Hour Parties 8-10 PM of up to 40 people - $100, includes 2 lifeguards. Additional lifeguards at $15/hour required for larger groups.  For parish sponsored events only.

OLN Pool Rules and Expectations
The Following are Prohibited: 

· Running 

· Chicken fights, horse play or other rough behavior 

· Glass containers or bottles 

· Alcoholic beverages
· Squirt guns, or water balloons

· Food beyond the yellow line on the pool deck
· Smoking/vaping on the pool deck 
The Pool Will Close Under the Following Conditions:

· Temperature below 70(F

· If rain obstructs the lifeguard’s view of the bottom of the pool

· In the event of thunder or lightning, swimmers will not be allowed to enter the pool for 15 minutes after the last occurrence.
· Check the pool Facebook page and the Remind app for closings
Diving Board Rules:

· Do not use the diving board if you cannot swim

· The diving area must be clear before diving, (this means no one inside the blue rope)
· Only one person with one bounce on the board at a time

· Diver must jump straight out from the edge of the board, not off to either side

· Back or trick dives are not permitted
Baby Pool Rules:

· No children over 5 yrs. old are allowed in the baby pool

· All children must be accompanied by an adult IN THE BABY POOL AREA
· No food or smoking in the baby pool area

· Swim-diapers must be worn by young children

· Baby Pool is NOT open during swim team practice
General Rules:
· There is a 15 min. rest period at a quarter till the hour every hour.  Those 18 yrs. and older may stay in and swim.

· Those over the age of 12 may stay at the pool without a parent/adult present, however, they MAY NOT be responsible for someone younger than themselves (i.e. – baby-sit a younger sibling/friend).

· Those over 16 may stay and be responsible for someone younger than themselves.

· Infractions to the pool rules may result in termination of your membership.  A maximum of 3 warnings will be given in writing with no reimbursement of fees.
